Event reports:
MX Round 2 – Clarence GP MX Circuit – 12th June  2005
After last years disappointments with the weather playing havoc with the events we ran all over NSW, it has been a relief that this year we have been really lucky and the weather Gods have given us the conditions we need to have fantastic race meetings. It rained the whole day before this event and we were greeted with the best motocross conditions I have ever raced in. Little bit of surface water and thick heavy sand on every corner that just kept berming up throughout the day. We didn’t start the water pump once and all had a great days racing. Once again we got SIX rounds of racing in on the day.
A Grade rider Robbie Cropper would like the tip of his finger back if anyone found it ( just after the table top jump ).Poor guy was looking a bit green as he left in an ambo’, after a bit of surgery he’s fine, but has put his career as a concert pianist on hold for a while. I bet he’s back at Clarence for our motocross round on August the 21st though.
OBMCC AFDE Team Effort – 28th to 31st July 2005
1. We had an additional six riders approach us to be in the containers on site at the event.  As they were OBMCC members from way back, and they had helpers, we allowed them to be in with us.  Their money was the money we used on site for the food and water for the crews and the riders.  

2. We had four crews for day one and two, three for day three and one for day four.  This plus helpers at the final work period, and also “floating” helpers who dropped into controls during the busy times.  The crews followed all directions to the letter and proved to be the most professional team effort – bar none – at the A4DE.  OBMCC riders should be incredibly proud of their spouses, parents and friends who helped our team – the crews worked so hard, learnt a lot and I think in general enjoyed being part of the team.  I have had heaps of feedback from other teams, including NZ and some of the Aussie state teams, about how well our pit area ran under such extreme conditions.

3. Speaking of extreme conditions, we often had all three riders on a minute as OBMCC people.  This meant that sometimes at the controls there would be at least 15 riders in at a given time.  Final work period of 15 minutes meant we had a huge overlap, with up to 5 riders at a time changing mousses, as well as 9 or so riders coming in as well to do air filters, get fuel etc. So we had up to 15 bikes in at a given moment - it was organized kaos, but everyone worked well together. 

4. All riders returned home safe to finish the event – two with the restart rule.  Minor injuries to shoulders (and wallets) were reported, but nothing serious.  This is fantastic as it was the first A4DE for the majority of OBMCC riders – well done everyone! 

5. Thank God for Margaret and Trevor Parker ( Alison’s parents ). Margaret offered to do all the shopping and co-ordinated the food for the entire event. This was a godsend and allowed me more time to concentrate on the riders and schedules. We gave Margaret the money ( as the “kitty” ) collected from the additional riders and she shopped and stocked our controls for the four days.

6. Money left over from the “kitty” was returned to Rick and I.  We used it to buy Margaret some flowers as appreciation for her hard work.  We also spent it on refreshments for the riders and their families at the Presentation Night.

7. World Champion, Stefan Merriman, chose OBMCC as his pit crew for the event.  Our crews transported Stefan’s fuel and he was “serviced” ( i.e. fed and watered ) at all time controls by OBMCC folk.  At the Presentation Night, when awarded his trophies, Stefan paid special tribute to OBMCC and thanked our helpers for all their hard work.  This was also a buzz for the OBMCC team, as they all got to meet the world’s best, up close and personal.  Stefan is a delight to work with, nature’s gentleman and I feel it was a great experience that many will remember for a long time.  

8. Our teams dominated the teams challenge, I am waiting for final results, but I am reasonably sure that one of our teams placed 1st – ( from memory of the prelim results, I think that we had three teams in the top 10 – I will confirm this asap )

9. Results are still to be finalized, when they come out I will do a summary of all riders and their placings in class. ( Rick and I, and especially Geoff are over the moon, as we know that Geoff placed 6th outright in his class – better than any of us ever dreamed of!!! )

10. Thank you to the club for subsidizing the containers – money well spent !

Junior State Sprint Series – Wattle Flat – 5th & 6th November 2005 

The 7th and 8th round of the NSW State Junior Sprint series will be held by OBMCC at Wattle Flat the weekend of 5 & 6 November, 2005.  The State Junior Sprint Series is a great way for young riders to make the transition from minikhana and motorcross to enduro. 
 

The Sprint format is a short, timed loop through the bush, racing the clock ( like an enduro special test, but without the trail time ) The kids currently competing in this series are all having a blast - on average 5 rounds per day for 2 days - really good value compared with MX! We have seen all levels of riding this year, so don't be afraid to try a "State" event - if you can handle our OBMCC jnr sprint days - you will enjoy this ride! But remember, you will need an MA National licence - NOT just a club or interclub license - to participate in this event, so upgrade now if you need to !

Racing Classes for 2005 season

Juniors:
Junior 85cc 11-15yrs, Junior 125cc 2 stroke / 250 four stroke 13-15yrs.

Seniors:
A Grade, B Grade + C Grade
, Over 35 Expert, Over 35 Clubman, Over 45’s.
Points are awarded at each round and go to yearly MX and Enduro point scores in each class. You must work or provide a worker for at least one round to get 100 work rule points. The winner of a round gets 25 points, so 100 work points are important for your total. Alternatively get 50 points for attending the monthly club meetings at Smithfield RSL.
Sign on at all race days is 8:00am to 9:00am, make sure that you check the message bank before any event for last minute changes.

· OBMCC Membership application forms are available on the website, at a general meeting, or at a race day. When your membership is approved at the next general meeting you will be sent your riding number and an MNSW affiliation card, which you need to get a racing licence. Applications for MNSW licences are available on the website, at a general meeting, at a race day or call MNSW on: 9635 9177. The MNSW application has a theory test to be completed. A practical riding test is also compulsory.   
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
