Running events in 2005

Bring your mates along by all means ( providing they have a race license ), but make sure they are aware that the race day will cost them $40 membership on top of the race fee.  

We will also be asking members from the club who have Officials licenses to act as Clerk of the Course on race days – As a Clerk of the Course they are not permitted to ride the event ! THINK about that for a minute, there are about 7 of us with Officials licenses who will be going all the way to a race meeting, taking responsibility, helping with set up and then NOT riding, just so that others in the club can ride. This is how much commitment the people that run this club have, so please support us in any way you can. Getting an officials license is not difficult, all you have to do is attend one of the Motorcycling NSW seminars and get the license, it’s great fun and you will be able to get more involved with the sport you love. For example, with my license I was asked to be a Flag Marshall at the recent NSW Supercross event at Bulli Showground, right there in the middle of 2 rhythm sections when everyone else was back in the stands ! Our club secretary, who has an officials license was also the guy pushing Chad Reeds bike off the track at Gosford Supercross – he didn’t even pay for a ticket !
