Ride Report – Clarence Trail Ride - 14th June 2009
Meeting at Richmond Maccas for breakfast, we made our way to Clarence, where we were greeted by a crisp (6 degrees) sunny morning.  Chris and Dave explained the day’s plans, a 63k ride out to Wallerawang for lunch and fuel, then a 67k ride back. Fourteen of us headed off, lead by Dave Plummer, the human Clarence GPS, but we lost Mal Tye before the first stop due to mechanical problems.

After the first few kilometres, a few of us were questioning our decisions to wear jackets but we were glad we had them later on. What more can be said about the riding other than it was superb.  Road and fire trails were kept to a minimum, and we spent our time mostly on free flowing tracks, with a few challenging hill climbs, descents and muddy bog holes to navigate, and with Chris Dodd taking a few of the more adventurous riders on alternate, more challenging trails along the way.

Just before we our lunch stop, it got dark, colder, and started to rain, making the 10k sealed road section to Wallerawang an uncomfortable experience to say the least, not only was it freezing cold, but the rain felt like needles on our faces.

Amazingly, as soon as we got back onto the dirt, the weather cleared and we had another 60+ks of unbeatable riding back to the cars. The only hold ups were on a difficult, wet, rock covered, off cambered hill (some of us taking more than one attempt to conquer) and our fearless leader Dave Plummer gallantly showing us what line not to take crossing a boggy creek, by drowning his bike and himself in the process.

All up it was a fantastic days riding, great conditions (mostly), great trails, great company and perfectly planned.  A big thanks to Dave Plummer and Chris Dodd for arranging, planning and guiding us, it really was what made the day so good.
