RE: Junior Coaching Program (JCP)

I wrote to your club on 6 June 2006 regarding the Junior Coaching Program which will take
effect on the 1 July 2006.

Motorcycling Australia (MA) and the State Controlling Bodies (SCB) have had some calls
from clubs and riders wanting some clarification on the following points:

= One meeting competition licences — is a log book required

*  What if a rider has already competed on a 125cc 2 Stroke and/or 250cc 4 Stroke?
= JCP coaches lesson plan Wl

= Cost of JCP and coaching permits

= Coaching session can not have licence and non licence holders in the one session
» 5 hours per year — when do current juniors need to start

* Log book at the race meeting

One Meeting (Competition) Licenses — is a log book required?

If a junior who wishes to take out a one event competition licence and has held a one before 1
July 06, they must obtain a log book by completing an application and sending it with a copy
of a previous one event competition licence, to their SCB.

What if a rider has already competed on a 125¢cc 2 Stroke and/or 250cc 4 Stroke?

If a junior rider has competed on a 125cc 2 stroke and/or 250cc 4 stroke before 1 July 06 they
do not need to undertake the 5 hours required for them to compete on either machine.

If your SCB hasn’t already done so, they will advise you on the process that junior riders will
need to following to indicate that they have raced a 125 or 250 machine before 1 July 06.

Those riders who have not raced either 125 or 250 machine before 1 July 06 need to
undertake 5 hours of coaching on the class of machine they wish to ride. If they wish to
compete on both machines, they will need to complete 5 hours coaching on each (total 10
hours). By having the coach complete the “Record of Coaching” section and recording the
capacity is proof that they are endorsed for that machine.

When a rider renews their licence their endorsement/s will be printed on their new licence.

It is the responsibility of the event official to check both a rider’s log book and licence.
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
