1. ANNOUNCEMENT: 
The Central Coast Dirt Riders, Cessnock Minicycle Club & Dungog Motorcycle Club, hereafter called the 
“Promoters”, will conduct the 2009 NSW Junior and Senior Cross Country and Sprint Championship Rounds 
for junior and senior solo motorcycles at:

Keith Allen Park MVRG via Cessnock on Saturday 4th and Sunday 5Tth April 2009 
Salisbury MVRG via Dungog on Saturday 31st October and Sunday 1st November 2009 

2. JURISDICTION: 
2.1 The abovementioned meeting has been authorised by Motorcycling NSW who has issued the 
Motorcycling Australia Permit Nos 09/19010, 09/19011, 09/19012 and is open to holders of current 
Motorcycling Australia National Competition Licences. 
2.2 The meeting will be held in accordance with the current General Competition Rules (GCR’s),  
these Supplementary Regulations, the By-Laws of MNSW and any Final Instructions. 
BY ENTERING THIS MEETING ALL PARTIES AGREE TO COMPLY WITH THESE RULES, REGULATIONS, BY-LAWS AND 

INSTRUCTIONS. 
3. ENTRIES: 

3.1 Entries open forthwith and close last mail 8 Days before the event. 

3.2 In the case of postponement or abandonment of the meeting, all or any part of the entry fee 
may be retained by the Promoter, if such retention is approved by MNSW. 

3.3 Only entries received on the official Entry Form that are accompanied by the correct fee will be 
accepted. 

3.4 Age Requirement: The age of the junior rider will be determined by the age the rider is at the1st 
January 2009. 

3.5 Log Book: Each junior rider is to present their logbook at sign on. These logbooks will be collected 
and returned at the close of racing on the Sunday. 
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3.6 Riders must notify the race secretary by 5pm on the Thursday prior to the event of any changes to 
their entry in order to be entitled to any refund 
3.7 NOTE: LATE ENTRIES MAY BE ACCEPTED UP TILL 5PM ON THE WEDNESDAY PRIOR TO THE MEETING AT 
THE DISCRETION OF THE RACE SECRETARY – ENTRIES RECEIVED AFTER THIS DATE WILL BE REJECTED  
NO ENTRIES ON THE DAY  
THE RETURN OF ENTRY FEES FOR ANY RIDER WITHDRAWING FROM THE MEETING IS AT THE DISCRETION OF THE 
PROMOTER. 

4. INSURANCE: 
4.1. National Capital Benefits Scheme provides basic cover for death and permanent disability. 
4.2. Personal Accident and Ambulance Insurance is the responsibility of the individual. 
4.3 IT IS STRONGLY RECOMMENDED THAT COMPETITORS GIVE DUE CONSIDERATION TO TAKING OUT 
SUCH INSURANCE COVER. 

5.        MEDICAL SERVICES: 
Suitable First Aide Service (eg. St Johns Ambulance) will be available on the day from 8:00am to 
completion of competition.

9 AWARDS AND PRIZEMONEY: 

9.1 A trophy will be awarded to the 1st, 2nd and 3rd placed rider in each class. 
9.2 A trophy will also be awarded to the 1st placed outright senior rider for each meeting. 
9.3 Presentation of round awards will be made as soon as possible at the close of competition. 
9.4 Championship Awards shall be made at end of year presentations. 
 

10. ENTRIES TO CONSTITUTE A CLASS: 
10.1 To constitute a Class, the number of contestants entered and competing in each Class shall be six 
(6) except Girls, all Miniwheels, Womens and all Pro Classes.  

10.2 Should there be insufficient entries in any Class of Competition, the decision to run or cancel the 
Class, or to combine events and re-distribute any awards and/or prize money, will be at the discretion of 
the Promoter, subject to MNSW approval. 

 
11. RACE FORMAT: 

11.1  The Sprint is held along the lines of an Enduro special test. Riders complete as many heats of the 
course as decided by the Promoter (aiming for a minimum of 4). The number of heats is to be confirmed 
by the Promoter no later than the end of the third heat. Times will be cumulative. In the end, the rider 
with the least elapsed time for the class will be the winner. Timing will be done with Transponders. A rider 
must complete a minimum of 75% of the total heats of the winning rider in order to be classed as a 
finisher. If a rider DNF’s or fails to start a heat they shall be awarded a time of no less than 50% slower than 
the slowest rider in their class for that heat. 
 
The Clerk of Course may alter, with permission of the Steward, racing format should safety or 
environmental conditions warrant such change. Riders shall be notified at riders briefing of any changes. 
 
11.2  Championship Points:  Scoring will be as per GCR’s. ie 25 points will be allocated to the 
overall 1st place at the end of each meeting, 22 pts for 2nd place, 20 pts for 3rd place, 18 points for 4th 

place, 16 points for 5th place, etc, to be accumulated over the six (6) rounds. 
11.3  Results will remain “Provisional” until ratified and confirmed by MNSW. 

 
12. MACHINES AND RIDERS: 

12.1  All machines entered must comply with the current GCR’s for Enduro and Reliability Trials and the 
Series Regulations (no headlight required). 
12.2  Multiple entry of the one Machine in the same Class of Competition is not permitted. 
12.3  Each rider may have scrutineered only one motorcycle per round. 
12.4 A rider may change bikes with permission of the Clerk of Course before commencement of the 
first heat at each round for mechanical faults only and must remain within the capacity of the class 
entered.  A late scrutineering fee will be charged. 
12.5 A rider may borrow a bike from another rider which has been entered in and scrutineered for the 
event and is of the same class capacity (even if same class) with permission of the Clerk of Course, at 
any time during the event.  Racing shall not be delayed in this instance. 
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13. RIDING NUMBERS: 
13.1  Competitors will be allocated their MNSW Registered Riding Number.  Riders who do not have a 
registered number need to register their preferred number with MNSW prior to the event or you will be 
allocated a number at MNSW discretion. 
13.2 Registered riding numbers may be attained at the event for the appropriate fee. 
13.2  All Number Plates and numbers on all Machines MUST comply with the GCR’s. 
 

14. GRID POSITIONS: 
Starting will be in a prologue combined class order with individuals starting approximately 15 - 30 seconds 
apart. Start positions in the first heat of rounds 1, 3 and 5 will be based on the Championship results. 
Subsequent heats will be based on that rounds/events previous cumulative heat times (fastest first). 
The Clerk of Course reserves the right to seed any riders at anytime before or during the event. 
 

16. DRUG AND OR ALCOHOL TESTING: 
By order of MNSW, random drug &/or alcohol testing of participants (i.e. officials, competitors, 
mechanics, pit crew and any other person associated with the control, direction and operation of the 
competition) may take place prior to, or at any time during this meeting. 
For the purposes of Drug and Alcohol testing, the commencement of the meeting will be deemed to be 
7:00am Saturday and Sunday with the completion of the meeting for the participant being when the 
participant has completed his/her role in the meeting. 
 

17  CODE OF CONDUCT: 
All Competitors, Officials and Parents are reminded of the Motorcycling Australia By-Law - CODE OF 
CONDUCT (as stipulated in the GCRs) which is a guide to appropriate behaviour at all Motorcycle Race 
Meetings.  This CODE OF CONDUCT applies to this Meeting and shall be enforced.

19  CIRCUIT DESCRIPTION: 
The course comprises part natural terrain grass track circuit (or similar) and part of the surrounding 
bushland. The course shall be clearly marked with arrows and tape.  The total course length will be 1 lap 
(Approx 8km) 1 heat = 1 lap 

20 STARTS: 
Once under the order of the starters a red light will appear, riders will be given an amber light when there 
is 5 seconds to go. On the allocated start time, a green light will be given. There shall be no count down 
other than this to the start time. Riders must cross the start line within 5 seconds or the starter will manually 
start the rider.  

21 RACING: 
Riders will be escorted on one parade lap prior to racing.  
No riding other than in the event is permitted.  
The number of heats to be ridden on the day will be determined after the second heat. 
 
 
 

22. NOISE: 
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All machines must comply with the requirements of the 2009 GCRs and the Track Licence.  
Noise Limits for 2009 are;  94dba  4 strokes & 94dba  2 Strokes  
Noise testing will be carried out.  At round 1 all bikes will be noise tested and marked.  Any bike that 
registered a reading under the noise limit will be exempt from noise testing at subsequent rounds, unless 
referred for noise testing by the Clerk of Course. 
 

23. REFUELLING: 
All fuelling is to be carried out in the designated refuelling area.  No refuelling outside this area.  Riders 
must dismount prior to refuelling.  Engine must be turned off during refuelling.  Enviro mats must be used 
at all times whilst refuelling. 
 

24. ENVIRONMENT: 
As per 2009 GCR’s Environmental Mats are required to be used by all riders and service crews. Mats must 
be used when replenishing all oils and fluids eg engine oil, gearbox oil, fuel, coolant and chain oil. The 
use of plastic, cardboard or carpet will not be acceptable. Mats will be available at a cost of $5 each. 
Tear Offs and tear off covers will not be permitted. 
No rubbish whatsoever is allowed to be left on the ground at anytime during the event.  All rubbish must 
be disposed of in the bins provided.  If bins are full to capacity, rubbish must be taken from the event by 
the rider and/or their service crew.

2. In this declaration:

d) “State Controlling Body” (SCB) means a state or territory 
motorcycling association affiliated as a member of MA;

f) “Motorcycling Organisation” means and includes MA, and 
the MA members (including the SCBs and affiliated clubs) and 
where the context so permits, their respective directors, 
officers, members, servants or agents.
